Synod of Bishops 
 

1965: Pope Paul VI established a special council of bishops, the Synod of 

Bishops (representative bishops), to promote greater collaboration 

between the Supreme Pontiff and the bishops of the world and to discuss 

issues of great importance in the life of the Church. 
 

The Synod of Bishops is an advisory body

Conversation in the Spirit is a tool that, even with its limitations, enables 
listening in order to discern "what the Spirit is saying to the Churches" 
(Rev. 2:7). Its practice has elicited joy, awe and gratitude and has been 
experienced as a path of renewal that transforms individuals, groups, and 
the Church. The word "conversation" expresses more than mere dialogue: it 
interweaves thought and feeling, creating a shared vital space. That is why 
we can say that conversion is at play in conversation. This is an 
anthropological reality found in different peoples and cultures, who gather 
together in solidarity to deal with and decide matters vital to the community. 
Grace brings this human experience to fruition. Conversing "in the Spirit" 
means living the experience of sharing in the light of faith and seeking God's 
will in an evangelical atmosphere within which the Holy Spirit's 
unmistakable voice can be heard (paragraph 45).
